GRANTS FOR GOOD

$1000 Donation to VMNHA

Jud Goodrich, long time leader of the volunteer
piano players program at Jack London SHP, re-
ceived an incredible $1000 donation to the
VMNHA from the Chevron Corporation based on
his volunteer service for California State Parks.

Chevron has three matching gift programs for
employees and retirees (there are 62,000 em-
ployees and 51,000 retirees):

"Give and Match" - a 1:1 match for financial con-
tributions to eligible nonprofits

"Volunteer Together" - Company sponsored vol-
unteer projects

"Grants for Good " - Grants for volunteer hours
for individual and Chevron sponsored projects,
$500 for 20 hours, and $1000 for 40 hours.

Jud submitted a request for a grant for 40 hours
for 2009 (he actually provided 75 hours of service
in 2009) and the VMNHA received $1000.

Jud was trained as an organic chemist, got a
Ph.D. from U.C. Berkeley in 1951 and started
work for Chevron that year in the main research
lab in Richmond. He worked as a research chem-
ist on burner fuels, lubricating greases, polymers
and asphalt. He received about 25 patents and
published many papers. He retired in 1985 (after
34 years) as a Senior Research Associate.

Jud Goodrich has been a California State Park
Vol unteer playing
piano at Jack London SHP since 1988. He is the
mentor and scheduler for the Piano Volunteers.
Jud always graciously entertains at the annual
Volunteer Appreciation Dinner and leads the car-
oling at the annual Holiday Party.

A big THANK YOU to Jud for his outstanding ser-
vice to California State Parks, and his support of
the Valley of the Moon Natural History Associa-
tion. These funds will help the VMNHA to
achieve its goals of providing interpretive pro-

grams in the VOM State Parks.
