STATE PARKS SPARED BY GOVERNOR for nowé 

Dear VMNHA and Friends of State Parks, 
     With yesterdayõs release of the Governorõs òMay Reviseó 
budget proposal the specter of wide scale closure of state parks 
and beaches has disappeared, for now.  The Governor is calling 
for fee increases at parks and beaches, but he has abandoned 
his proposal to close them.  While that is good news today, I 
hope the state parks community will continue to politically en-
gage and help fight for a better budget, because unless an until 
we confront the stateõs need for additional revenues as part of a 
budget solution, our parks and other vital programs and ser-
vices will remain vulnerable to deep cuts next year and beyond.  

     The Governorõs new budget strategy, quite simply, is to off just enough to pla-
cate the three most politically powerful constituencies that have mobilized against 
his òcuts onlyó budget philosophy:  K-12 schools, public safety, and state parks.  
For all other programs and servicesñincluding public transportation, natural re-
sources protection, early childhood education, and safety net services for the poor 
and disabledñhe is proposing even deeper cuts than the ones he proposed in 
January.   
     The broad coalition that has emerged in recent months to fight for a responsi-
ble budget reflecting Californiaõs values and priorities is making a difference;  we 
cannot allow that coalition to be divided and weakened.   
     In the months ahead we need park advocates to continue to stand shoulder to 
shoulder with teachers, health cares providers, social workers and firefighters so 
that we can negotiate a fair budget that meets the many needs of our state. 
     Thank you for all of your efforts to fight for a better budget!
